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Introduction

This document presents the activities conducive to success (ACS) that may be offered in colleges.
These are determined according to the College Education Regulations (CQLR, c. C-29, r. 4).

The objectives and standards for ACS are determined by the Minister. These activities allow students
to earn college credits that do not count toward a Diploma of College Studies or an Attestation of
College Studies. However, these credits are taken into account to determine a student’s enrolment
status (full-time or part-time).

ACS are designed to enable college-level educational institutions to offer their students courses that
help them become familiar with the level expected at college, while fostering the acquisition or
consolidation of certain competencies required for success in a program of study. These
competencies can be language-based, digital, or related to learning strategies or integration into
college.

ACS can therefore be offered to any student whose success in college is more at risk. Reinforcing
these competencies will help students acquire and develop the ability to persevere in their studies
and, ultimately, earn a diploma.

The offer of ACS may vary from one college to another based on student needs'. The college must
make an assessment of the development of the competency to be acquired and record it in the
student’s file 2. It is therefore the responsibility of the institution to determine their offer. Thus, without
being obligated to do so, a college could offer all existing activities, only some or none at all. ACS
can be offered to students at any point during their studies, whether they are enrolled in the
Springboard to a DCS pathway, in a pre-university or technical program leading to a Diploma of
College Studies, or in a program leading to an Attestation of College Studies.

1 ACS should not be used for an entire cohort.

2 Institutions may set their own conditions. Those currently in use (secondary school average of 75% or less, failure of a
given course, etc.) are still relevant.
