
Protection order 
Citizen’s guide for completing form SJ-1318-2A 

 
SECTION 1 
Information on the body or person completing the application (other than the person who fears that their life, health 
or safety is threatened) 

This information (age, postal address, email address) will enable court services staff to contact you after receiving the 
application and will be handled with the utmost discretion.  
 
If you wish to receive follow-up emails from the Court, be sure to check the box to give your consent. 
 
If you have already been authorized to submit the application for the person fearing for their life, health or safety, check the 
box A person or organization authorized by the Court. 
SECTION 2 
Information on the person who fears that their life, health or safety is threatened 
 
Enter the last name and first name of the person for whom you are submitting the application. 
SECTION 3 
Information on the person who is the subject of the application for a protection order to refrain from or cease doing 
something or to perform an act 

To facilitate identification by court services, please provide as much information as possible about the person(s) the 
application concerns.  If more than one person is involved, use the appendix at the end of this form to add information. 
 
Complete this section to the best of your knowledge using the information available to you. If you do not have all the required 
information, your application will still be valid and will be submitted to the judge. 
SECTION 4 
Type of protection order 

This section describes the different types of order you can request. You can combine your requests and tick more than one 
box to suit your needs: 

• An application for an interim protection order can be obtained quickly without notifying the person(s) concerned. 
However, it is for a shorter period (10 days only). 

• An application for a protection order can cover a longer period (up to 5 years) but requires notification of the 
person(s) concerned and a notice of presentation. 

If you have already applied for a protection order or interim protection order, you can also request that it be amended, 
extended, renewed or issued anew. 
SECTION 5 
Alleged facts 

Please enter all the facts and explanations as to why you fear for your life, as well as your relationship with the person(s) 
concerned. Also indicate any attempts to reach out to the police. 
SECTION 6 
Conclusion 

Check off the various conditions you wish the order to include. To sign, simply enter your last name and first name directly in 
the appropriate sections of the PDF form. You can also print out the form, sign it by hand and then take a photo or scan it if 
you plan to file it digitally. Your signature will be considered valid in either case. 



Ways to file the form at the courthouse 
 
Court services are ready to receive your application ANY TIME, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week! 

 
To find the nearest courthouse where you can file your application, see: Find a courthouse – Ministère de la Justice 

For filing outside courthouse business hours: 
 After 4:30 p.m. 
 Saturdays, Sundays and holidays 

 

You can file an application even if the courthouse is closed by calling 1 833-393-2819. When you call, tell the operator that you 
want to apply for a protection order. The operator will transfer you to someone who can advise you on the procedure to follow.  

If you file outside courthouse business hours, you will be able to pay the judicial fees only by credit card, debit card or Interac 
e-transfer. 

To file in person during courthouse business hours, by mail, or by using the Digital Court Office 
of Québec: 
 Between 8:30 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
 Monday to Friday  

In person 
During business hours, you can go directly to the courthouse to submit your application and supporting documents in person. 
Pay by cheque, money order, debit or credit card, or cash. 
 
By mail 
The completed, signed and printed form can also be mailed to the courthouse, with the printed supporting documents enclosed 
in the same envelope.  You should expect a slightly longer processing time due to postal handling.  You can pay the judicial fees 
either by including a cheque or by paying in person during business hours by cash, credit card or debit card.  
 
Digital filing 
The Digital Court Office of Québec is the fastest and easiest way to send an application to a courthouse during business hours. 
It’s an online filing service that can be used with all Québec courthouses. It can also be used to pay the judicial fees by credit 
card once the application has been filed and the invoice received by email.

The site has various sections for you to fill in.  
 
Fill in the Information about the sender section: last name, first name, email address and telephone or cell phone number.  
 
In the Information about the filing party section, enter the contact information of your lawyer or notary. If you don’t have a lawyer 
or notary, check the box Same information as sender. 
 

 

 
  



In the Information for applying judicial fees section, indicate whether you’ll be paying the judicial fees and whether you have a 
credit card for online payment.  
 

 
 
The Information about the document being submitted boxes are used to transfer the application to the right judge and 
courthouse. Select Superior Court. If you already have a judicial file open regarding the person concerned, your application 
can be added to that file by checking “Yes” under “existing judicial file”. Otherwise, check “No”. Next, select your regional 
courthouse. Select Civil and Protection order for the type of matter, and indicate that the filing is urgent. 
 

 
 
Upload the completed and signed form (SJ-1318-2A) in PDF format by clicking on Attach document. If you wish to add 
documents, they must also be attached so that they can be sent to the judge with the application. They will be handled 
securely and in complete confidentiality.

A confirmation message will 
then appear on the screen. Updates will be sent to you by email. Please check your junk mail for any messages from your court 
office or the Digital Court Office.
